PRIOR KNOWLEDGE


*Brainstorm: What do I already know 


  about the topic?


*Do I have any personal experiences


  that are related to the topic?


*Discuss the topic with someone


  before beginning to read





WORD MEANING


*Use context clues from sentence or 


   paragraph


*Use glossary or dictionary


*Practice vocabulary by making


  flashcards or playing Pictionary 


*Web the term:  definition, part of 


  speech, examples of this term





INFERENCE


*Make a prediction about what will


  be learned from the reading.  After


  reading double check to see if it was 


  accurate.


*What has the author implied or 


  hinted at without actually stating it


  in the reading?





METACOGNITION


*Code in the margins or use sticky


  notes


*Ask questions while you read....


 Am I understanding everything?


*Is the reading strategy I am using 


  helping me to understand what I

BEFORE READING

DURING READING


FIRST: Read the chapter summary and questions


Use a graphic organizer, coding method, or note taking method


Ask yourself if you are understanding what you are reading every few minutes 





AFTER READING


Summarize what you read on paper or by discussing with it someone


Compare prior knowledge to what you just learned in the reading


How effective was the reading strategy you used?


Make a plan for getting help with the topics you still don’t understand (teacher, parent, tutor, peer, etc....)
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
